BUSHFIRE RELIEF EFFORT  -  The images that we have seen on our screens each night bring 

home the full impact of the bushfires on the communities and families – the loss of life and property. 

What has been clearly evident from interviews of survivors is the importance of friends, family and 

neighbours. Material items are far less important as a loss. Furthermore we are all overwhelmed by 

the generosity & support extended by so many. But it takes a major tragedy like this to bring people 

together. 

The Willmott Park Community has also rallied behind the relief effort by donating cash, packaged 

foods toiletries, clothing & footwear. The response has been overwhelming. The volunteer parents 

have sorted goods, counted money, contacted agencies to target the areas of most need and other 

parents have volunteered trucks to transport goods to the relief centres. The total amount raised in 3-

days by the school has been $1467.65 and this is spectacular. 

The effort does not stop here. The Junior School Council has been collecting donations each day this 

week from students who are more than willing to help. A special fundraising event has been organised 

by the JSC to help raise funds. 

We are accepting displaced students from affected schools in Kinglake and beyond. If you are billet-

ing families or know of families staying with friends and neighbours please let them know that we can 

place them in classes at Willmott Park. 

What is needed now?  -  We are still collecting cash to purchase vouchers to be distributed. Further 

clothing & bedding is not needed at this time until what has been received to date is processed. Suit-

cases, backpacks, scooters, bikes, skateboards, sports equipment, pet food, toiletries and non

-perishable foods are still required. 

OUT OF UNIFORM DAY THIS FRIDAY  -  The Department of Education has declared a state-wide 

schools effort to help raise funds for the victims of the Victorian Bushfires. This event is voluntary 

however those students who wish to participate by not wearing school uniform are expected to make 

a gold coin donation. This is not compulsory and students may wish to wear school uniform as usual. 

PARKING PROBLEMS  -  A constant problem for parents is parking around the school precinct. Es-

sentially there are not enough spaces for the volume required. This has the result of causing frustra-

tion and sometimes illegal and dangerous practices particularly in the afternoon. There is a solution 

that involves delaying pick-up by 5-15 minutes. Students can easily wait in the school grounds at a 

pre-arranged place to be collected at 3:45 PM. At this time 90% of the traffic has moved on – easy. 

BUDDHIST CLASSES  -  Buddhist classes will commence on Thursday 19th February at 2.40pm 
(start of session 6) in  the Deaf facility. Families wishing students to participate are to send a letter to 
the Principal stating that they wish their child/children to be involved. There is no cost for this program 
which is run by the Buddhist Association Of Victoria. The program is an accredited course. Only stu-
dents in years 3-6 can participate. 
PFA MEETING POSTPONED  -  Next’s weeks meeting will need to be postponed due to a number of 
school events occurring in that week and the bushfire appeal campaign. I made this recommendation 
to the PFA President Lynda Merrick. We are asking already stretched families for donations and on 
top of that school photos and sports days are an added burden. In this environment it would not be 
appropriate to plan additional school fundraising events at this time. Another meeting will be called in 
the next few weeks.
