MS LIZ BEATTIE PRESENTS JSC BADGES AT ASSEMBLY 

Today Liz Beattie, MLA for Yuroke, presented our Junior School Council Captains & Vice-

captains with their official badges. It is a great honour for these students and we are very grate-

ful that Ms Beattie was able to be available for the ceremony. It was great to see many parents 

attend for the occasion. Ms Beattie also presented the school with a new Australian flag. 

A very exhaustive process is involved to select the JSC representatives in December the year 

before they take up the positions. The process is reviewed annually. We will be inviting feed-

back from both parents and students on this process in the near future. Mr Toomey conducted a 

full review just before he retired last year. 

The process for the current JSC members is that an expression of interest for students wishing 

to be considered for the JSC positions is called – years 5 are the Vice-captains and year 6 Cap-

tains. A Panel consisting of the 3-4 Unit Leader, the two 5-6 JSC Teacher Coordinators Mr 

Brown & Miss McIntyre and Welfare Leader Carol Booker (previously Mr Toomey) convene to 

shortlist the best applications. Thirty two students are shortlisted based on the assessment of 

their suitability to fulfil the role as a JSC representative – 8 male and 8 female Vice-captains and 

Captains.  The shortlisted candidates then prepare a speech that will be presented to their 

peers and the teachers talk with their classes about impartiality and voting for the best prepared 

and representative applicants in their eyes. The students in the school then have the opportu-

nity to vote for 4 male and 4 female Vice-captains and Captains that will form the JSC. The vot-

ing is formal and by secret ballot.  The ballots are then counted by the two JSC co-ordinators 

and candidates decided. 

This process has evolved over time since the school began in 1995 and will be refined further 

as we seek feedback for all stakeholders. One of the questions that we occasionally get asked 

is that why students can be eligible to be a Vice-captain in year 5 and also a captain in year 6. 

Essentially the Vice-captain role is seen more of an understudy role where they are mentored 

and modelled by the Captains but exclusively. Conversely some Vice-captains choose not to go 

on and some Captains are never Vice-captains.  There is a level of flexibility that has worked 

well until now but as I stated it will be reviewed and your input invited. 

 

UPHOLDING THE REPUTATION OF THE SCHOOL 

For the most part I subscribe to the school gate rule – that is as students, and parents for that 

matter, step inside the school grounds it is our responsibility. Regardless of what backgrounds, 

attitudes, opinions people bring with them the schools rules rule. In essence this works and 

works well and that is why we have very few behavioural issues at this school. When we do the 

parents know about it and so do the students and then we get on with the job of education. Stu-

dents like this because their world, at school, is known, consistent and moreover predictable.  

Behavioural expectations at school are acceptable to the broader community and teach stu-

dents ways to function effectively in society for the rest of their lives and with this the students 

feel comfortable. 
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From the School Council 
The Annual Report to the School Community was presented at the School Council AGM on Monday 16th March. WPPS performed at or 
above the state means in the parent opinion survey, indicating that our parents are satisfied with the school climate, student behaviour 
and student engagement. Teacher professional learning will continue to be a high priority at WPPS in 2009. 
Our office bearers in School Council this year are: President – Philip Nicholson, Vice President – Deb Ramage, Treasurer – Roger 
Grose, Minute Secretary – Robyn O’Neil, Correspondence Secretary – Glenn Lancaster. 
As part of the National School Pride Program the school will receive $200,000 to spend on a range of school maintenance and beautifi-
cation projects. Through a subsidy from Hume City Council we have received 300 plants from Bright Nursery, many of which are al-
ready planted. The new mulch around the gardens and our rainwater tanks will help to ensure the new plantings will flourish and make 
our school environment more attractive.

kitchen tonight!! 
 

Fried Rice 

Ingredients  

¶ 1 cup long grain white rice 
¶ 2 eggs 
¶ 2 teaspoons vegetable oil 
¶ 2 bacon rashers, chopped 
¶ 1 carrot, peeled and grated 
¶ 1 can of corn 

¶ 2 spring onions, trimmed, finely sliced  
¶ 1/2 cup frozen peas, thawed  
¶ 1 tablespoon soy sauce, plus extra to serve 
Method 

1. Cook the rice in a large saucepan of boiling water for 12 minutes or until tender. Drain and leave to cool. 
2. Using a whisk or fork, lightly beat eggs in a small bowl. 
3. Heat oil in non-stick wok or large frying pan over medium heat. Add eggs. Swirl over base to form an omelette. Cook 2  
           minutes. Turn over. Cook 2 minutes until set. Transfer to a chopping board. Set aside to cool slightly. Cut into short   
            strips. 
4.        Add bacon to wok. Cook 4 minutes until light golden. Add carrot and corn. Stir fry 1 minute. Add spring onion, peas and     
            rice. 
5.        Cook, stirring, 3-4 minutes. Add egg and soy sauce. Stir until heated through.
