SCHOOL COUNCIL NOMINATIONS

The role of school council is to:

Develop & monitor the school strategic plan

Develop, review and monitor school policies

Develop, review and monitor the Student Code of Conduct & the School Dress Code
(school uniform)

Raise funds for school purposes

Approve the annual budget and monitor expenditure

Maintain the school’s grounds & facilities

Report annually to the school community & Education Department

Stimulate interest in the school community

The school council does not:

Manage the school

Employ teaching staff

Represent sectional interests

Renew the principal’s contract

Determine class allocations

Discuss individual issues between teachers & students and/or parents

Purchase land or motor vehicles

Enter into unauthorised hire purchase agreements or loan facilities (i.e. without the
Minister’s approval)

I invite parents and DEECD employees to nominate for one of the positions on School Council.
If there are more nominations than positions then an election will be called.
