STUDENT ATTENDANCE 

It is an Education Department and school expectation students attend school unless they 

are too ill. The average number of days that students do not attend school due to illness is 

less than 5 days per year. Every day that is missed from school affects the child’s educa-

tion. Parents are required to send a note to school informing the teacher as to the reason 

for the absence. We closely monitor student absence especially when a student’s absences 

exceed 10 days. Medical certificates may be required for extended absences. Family holi-

days should be taken during term breaks if at all possible to minimise disruption to school-

ing. 

Beyond 20 days absent over the year agencies are notified and alerted to a studentsô 

absence by this school such as the Department of and Family Services. 

A good education is fundamental to a child’s success in life therefore it is imperative that 

parents make the effort to have children at school every day and on time. Absences beyond 

10 days per year significantly impacts on a child’s learning.
