SCHOOL UNIFORM 

It is compulsory for students to wear School Uniform at this school. The policy summary (below) 

outlines the expectations. A list of approved school uniform is attached. The Uniform Shop operates at 

the school twice per week next door to the computer lab in the main building Block B. 

The school policy on uniform applies during school hours, while travelling to and from school, and 

when students are on school excursions including interschool sport. 

Summer and winter uniforms, as well as a sports uniform will be prescribed, and are required to be 

worn. 

During terms 1 and 4 students are required to wear a prescribed school sun hat as a part of school 

uniform. No hat no play policy applies. Hats are not to be worn inside. Stud earrings and sleepers 

worn in the ears, plus watches are the only acceptable jewellery. Baseball caps are not permitted at 

school. 

Extreme hair colours & styles (except where a special day has been designated for social service etc) 

– e.g. green, pink or purple rinses and/or extreme hairstyles are not permitted.  Hair accessories 

should be selected to conform to the colour scheme prescribed in the uniform list. 

Footwear should be conventional runners or school-type shoes. Thongs or open-toed sandals are not 

permitted  

Only neutral coloured socks are permitted  e.g. grey, maroon, white that combine with school uniform. 

Other than clear nail polish, cosmetics may not be worn at school. 

School Council requires the Principal be responsible for implementation of the Dress Code in a man-

ner consistent with the Student Code of Conduct. 

Parents seeking exemptions to the Dress Code due to religious beliefs, ethnic or cultural background, 

student disability, health condition or economic hardship must apply in writing to the Principal. 

Students who bring a note regarding being out of uniform or in part uniform will be given a uniform 

pass for the day. Students who are regularly out of uniform will be referred to the Principal or Assis-

tant Principal. Students out of uniform without a note will incur a detention during a recess. Parents 

will be contacted and if necessary a meeting arranged to discuss the issue. Parents will be requested 

to explain why students are not in full uniform. 

SCHOOL UNIFORM SHOP IS OPEN ON TUESDAYôS FROM 8.45 TO 9.15AM AND ON THURS-

DAYôS  FROM 2.45PM TO 3.45PM.  IT IS LOCATED IN BETWEEN THE LIBRARY AND THE COM-

PUTER ROOM IN BLOCK B.  A UNIFORM ORDER FORM IS ATTACHED TO THIS NEWSLETTER.  

 

PUNCTUALITY & ABSENCESñThe first school bell sounds at 8:55am students are expected to 

arrive at school prior to the first bell. Students arriving after that time are expected to present to the 

office for a late pass. A record of punctuality is recorded. It is important that students get into school 

routines and this includes adequate sleep and preparation for school the next day with uniform and 

perhaps lunch organised the night before. Students who are continually late at the start of school of-

ten miss vital information about the day’s program and introduction to lessons. 

It is expected that a student’s absence should not exceed the average of 10 days per year that 

includes illness and short vacations. Increasing absences beyond this adversely affects your child’s 

education. Students with extended days absent due to illness may be required to produce a medical 

certificate.  A note is required for all absences. 
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HOMEWORKñEach of the 4-units in the school (Prep, 1-2, 3-4 & 5-6) will outline expectations. Parents should set a quite time and 

place aside for homework to be completed with minimal input themselves. At the same time teachers are not expected to be the 

‘homework police’. Class homework will be open-ended, consistent, set and corrected by the class teacher and should be pitched at the 

level of the students. If homework is not supported at home and students fail to submit this will be recorded and reported to parents. 

The consequences for not completing homework is the responsibility of the parent/s not teachers. Teachers are responsible for the daily 

teaching, learning and the assessment of learning at school. 

SCHOOL COUNCIL & PARENTS ASSOCIATIONñOver the next few weeks I will be calling for nominations for parent representatives 

on School Council. This is not an onerous task and is quite rewarding for those participating. There are about 10 meetings per year that 

last about 1.5 hours and centre on school finance, policy and operations. School Council meetings will be advertised via the newsletter 

along with the upcoming AGM. 

The PFA will have its first meeting & AGM next Tuesday (staffroom at 9:15AM) new members are invited. The PFA largely concern 

themselves with fundraising and school social events. Both committees are a unique way to both meet people and find out how school’s 

operating. Therefore I encourage you to become involved. 

BACK-TO-SCHOOL is not just for childrenñBack-to-School is prime time for families to get to know the place and the people who 

will be interacting with their children for the new school year. 

Here are some things to keep in mind when taking your children to school for the first year or for another year. 

¶ Visit the school and, if possible, your child’s classroom so you know where it is. 

¶ Find the best route to the school from your home and workplace in case of emergency. 

¶ Meet the principal, school staff, and your child’s teacher.  We are always happy and keen to meet our parents. 

¶ Let the teacher and school staff know about your child’s personality and any special needs or issues he or she might have, such 

as asthma or hearing problems. 

¶ Keep the school calendar handy, and make a note to attend scheduled parent-teacher conferences and other important events. 

¶ We do our best to keep you in touch and always post information on our website in case notices get lost.  Let us have your con-

tact details including an email address for quick communication. 

¶ Sign up to volunteer at school.  The school office has a list of opportunities for parents to become involved. 

¶ Get to know your children’s friends and their families at back-to-school events. 

¶ Most important, join your school’s PFA.  You will meet other parents and help create a better school. 

Useful lessons for parents 

Lesson 1   

¶ Have faith that the way you have brought your child up has prepared him or her for this big step. 

¶ Make friends with the teachers  so that you can keep tabs on what’s really happening in the classroom. 

¶ Know that children are very resilient and can cope with more than you give them credit for. 

¶ If your child finds it hard to make friends, find another child you like the look of and get to know their parents. 

¶ Celebrate this new-found freedom by enjoying children still at home or time to yourself. 

Lesson 2 

¶ When you’re worrying about your child, try to remember that the teachers have seen it all before.  Children who are upset are 

sure to be given lots of cuddles and a watchful eye will be kept. 

¶ If you’re feeling anxious and tearful when you say goodbye, don’t let it show.  You don’t want your child to pick up on your anxi-

ety. 

¶ Always present going to school as something positive that your child should be excited about. 

¶ Don’t hang around at the school gate any longer than necessary.  As soon as your child walks off, so should you. 

¶ If you have any concerns, don’t be afraid to approach the teacher.  It’s much better if a problem is nipped in the bud.
