Even though it is the beginning of the holidays, here is another great lunchbox idea. You can even make 
them for lunch over the school holiday break. One of my favourites my mum used to cook for me! YUM 
YUM!!! 

Tuna Patties  
Ingredients  

1 425g can of tuna (in Brine or Springwater) 
3 large potatoes 
1 egg (beaten) 
ı cup of fresh parsley, chopped 
Bread crumbs 
1 lemon 
1 tbs of olive oil 
Salt and pepper 

Method  
Place a pot of water onto the stove to boil. 
Peel the potatoes, chop into pieces and place into boiling water 
Boil the potatoes until very soft, drain, place into a mixing bowl and mash well. 
Add the can of tuna, parsley, juice from İ the lemon, egg and salt and pepper to taste. 
Mix entire mixture vigorously with a fork. 
With clean hands gather small amounts of mixture and mould into patties. 
Cover with bread crumbs and set aside onto a plate. Continue until mixture is complete. 
Place patties in fridge to set for about 1 hour. 
Heat oil in a pan and fry patties for a few minutes on each side. 
Serve with salad and a slice of lemon.
