SWINE FLU 

Health authorities have asked the general public not to panic over the increasing cases 
of the flu being reported. The strain has displayed only mild symptoms to date in Austra-

lia with all of those affected able to return to work or school within a week.  
Parents and students are however reminded to be extremely diligent with their personal 
hygiene. This means do what should normally be done to maintain good personal hy-

giene habits.  
The best way to prevent catching the virus include avoiding contact with people who are 
ill, trying not to touch surfaces that may be contaminated with the virus, staying in good 
general health and being physically active, getting lots of sleep, reducing stress, drinking 
lots of fluids and eating nutritious food. It is also important to limit the spread of germs by 
washing your hands, covering your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or 
sneeze and throwing the used tissue away, as well as avoiding touching your eyes, nose 

or mouth. 
Symptoms of swine flu in humans are similar to that of the regular flu, including fever, 
cough, sore throat, aching body, headache, chills, fatigue, diarrhoea and vomiting. Se-
vere illness including pneumonia and respiratory failure have been reported as being 
caused by swine flu in people 
Swine Influenza AH2N1 is thought to be spread in the same way as seasonal flu, from 
person to person through coughing or sneezing of people with influenza. It is possible to 
become infected by touching something with flu viruses on it and then touching the 
mouth or nose. Those infected with the virus can spread it to others one day before 
symptoms develop and a week or more after becoming sick. Young children may be 
contagious for longer periods.  
It has been reported that this current wave of the Swine Flu may have no greater impact 
on affected persons than seasonal ‘winter’ flu but the usual precautions should be taken. 
Please note that there have been no reported cases of Swine Flu at Willmott Primary.  

If in the event that there is a case reported at this school then appropriate measures will 

be taken and parents immediately informed. Therefore parents should send students to 

school as normal.

Childrenõs Services Regulations 2009  -  We received confirmation this week that the updated Children’s Services 
Regulations 2009 came into effect on Monday 25th May 2009.  For the first time these regulations now cover Out Of 
School Hours Care.   Some of the improvements that have been made include staff/child ratios and staff training and 
qualifications.  Many things will not change including the safety of your child which is of paramount importance to us. 

In line with this we need to mention the collection of your children from this program. 
At the end of each year parents are required to complete an updated enrolment form for each of their children.  Par-
ticular care needs to be taken when listing the people who you give permission to collect your child, your contacts.  If 
the person collecting your child is not listed on the enrolment form as someone who you allow to collect your child, 
then unless we have your prior permission either in person or by phone we cannot release your child.  Also if we have 
not met you before we will require proof of identification.  You could be the child’s parent, grandparent or family friend.  

If we don’t know you we will need proof of identification.  
Please do not get offended if this happens to you as this is not a personal attack, we are just doing our job. This is a 
procedure that has been in place for a very long time and one we must strictly follow. If we don’t then we are in 

breech of the regulations. 
Signing In And Out  -  Parents please take care when signing your child in and out of the program.  Lately parents 
have been signing in the wrong spot, or forgetting to sign altogether.  This causes extra work for us as we then have 
to chase you for catch up signatures and it also makes our rolls look extremely untidy. Thank you for your continued 

support.
