Reading Support at WPPS

Here at Willmott Park Primary School we have 2 reading assistance programs.

MAD (Making A Difference) operates with students in grades 3-6 for 4 days a week. Jan and Mary (ESO) run these sessions (4 each
day) each with 5 students on a daily basis. Class teachers with the curriculum leader select students for this program after collecting
reading information. This program is designed for students who are quite competent readers, but require assistance with reading com-
prehension. Jan and Mary help students understand what they are reading.

ROCKET READING operates with students in grade 1-2 for 4 reading sessions a week (Tues-Fri session 1). Dianne and Anne (ESO)
each have 5 students who they work with on a regular basis. Class teachers and the curriculum leader select students to work in this
small group situation for a very specific reason. These students are usually still developing their decoding and word attack strategies,
as well as comprehension skills.
