SCHOOL UNIFORM 
There have been a small number of students who are often coming to school in only part school 
uniform recently. Some of these students have decided to substitute our maroon top with street 
clothes. This is not acceptable and is against the schoolôs dress code policy. Whilst on odd oc-
casions this occurs due to issues with washing is accepted as a once off ï a note is required at 
all times. Students who wear an item of clothing that is not school uniform and do not bring a 

note will have a recess detention. 
With respect to missing school uniform I receive many calls from parents that their childôs uni-
form is missing or has been stolen. On the other hand I bag up to four large garbage bags of 
school uniformsô and lost clothing at the end of each term. Only 10% can be returned to students 
that are named. This is a huge problem here as apparently many students show no regard or 
responsibility for their property or clothing. It is almost a 2-day a week job to manage lost prop-
erty. Something has to give. Firstly parents need to drill into kids the importance of looking after 
their property. Most of the uniform lost (and found) are tops as they peel them off when they play 
a game and leave them where they played. Secondly all items must be clearly named so that 
they can be returned. Thirdly I need a volunteer/s to assist in the sorting and management of lost 
property on a regular basis. If you have any suggestions, feedback on my comments or able to 

assist in the lost property management then I would love to hear from you

MATHS INFORMATION 
2009 International Competitions and Assessments for Schools (ICAS). 
Last week teachers selected approximately 60 students from across grades 3-6 to participate in a mathematics competition.  
These Students were eligible on the grounds of teacher knowledge along with the studentôs Whole School Maths Test results that 
were conducted in May, last term.  
This competition has been established for over 20 years. The ICAS has taken place each year in schools throughout Australia, New 
Zealand, Singapore, Malaysia, Brunei, the Pacific region and South Africa.  
ICAS is an initiative of the Educational Assessment Australia.   EAA is a not for profit organization owned by University of New South 
Wales (UNSW). 
Our school is encouraging the selected students to challenge themselves and enter, however it is not compulsory and is of studentsô 
choice to participate. This competition will provide an opportunity for these students to gain a measure of their own achievement in an 
external testing situation.   
All students who participate receive a certificate and an individual student report indicating which questions were answered correctly 
and their score compared with the rest of the students tested.    
Students will sit the competition on Wednesday 19th August 2009 at school.
