not be tolerated and that strong consequences will follow for any student engaging in such actions.

WILLMOTT PARK PRIMARY SCHOOL  -  Willmott Park Primary School is a government school located in Craigieburn, on the corner 
of Cowes and Dorchester Street. It opened in 1995 and currently has roughly 600 students, accommodating grades prep to six. 
At Willmott Park, there are 27 grades. They are broken into four units ï Prep, 1/2s, 3/4s and 5/6s. Class sizes can vary, ranging from 
roughly 15 to 24 students. The younger classes, like the prepôs, usually have fewer students than in the upper classes. 
The school has a set of values and foundations which act as rules. Instead of having negative rules saying what students canôt do, the 
values and foundations state the positive ways to act. They are: 
Values ï Honesty, Happiness, Acceptance, Freedom, Respect, Responsibility 
Foundations ï Getting Along, Resilience, Confidence, Persistence, Organisation 
At Willmott Park classes usually have seven main subjects. They are Literacy, Maths, Integrated Studies, Spelling/Grammar, Welfare, 
Computers and Library. Each week, most classes have 8 sessions of literacy, 6 sessions of maths, 2 sessions of integrated, and the 
other subjects once each. There are also 4 specialist subjects. They are Physical Education, Art, Music and Science. 
As well as the normal class subjects and specialists, Willmott Park has a lot of special programs. Examples of these programs include 
JSC, HPV, Electives, MPower, Revved Up, Human Development, Drug Education, Peer Mediation, Dance, Rock Band and many 
more. Students at Willmott Park really enjoy participating in these special programs, and the school Dance team recently came 2nd out 
of all schools in Australia! 
Due to the fantastic features mentioned, Willmott Park is a great school. It has excellent attendance, and student behaviour, and cur-
rently the school is building new and improved classrooms and facilities. They are always working towards achieving their motto ñA
