STUDENT PLACEMENT FOR 2010

Invitation to parents for special consideration

Staff will soon commence the process of forming classes for next year. A clearly documented proc-
ess is followed by the staff to ensure that a high level of consideration and consultation occurs before
classes are announced in December. All parties are involved in this process — students, parents and
teachers. Factors influencing a student’s class placement include student friendships, social compati-
bilities (or incompatibilities), academic balance across each class, student behaviour records, specific
learning or medical needs.

We cannot accept consideration based on a teacher preference — only educational or social.
Letters for consideration will be received until Friday 16th October 2009.

Students will be informed of their class and teacher for 2010 on the second last day of the school
year — 17t December. A time will be set aside to spend time with their new teacher and classmates.
No changes will be made to class lists once they are announced.

Prep students for 2010 will meet their teacher and classmates on Friday 11t December. A letter invit-
ing preps to this day will be mailed to parents.

Introduction of the Victorian Student Number
The Department of Education and Early Childhood Development will allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to
each student at the school.

The VSN is a student identification number that is being assigned to all students in government and non-government
schools, and students in Vocational Education and Training Institutions. The number, which is unique to each student,
will be used as a key identifier on a student’s school records, and will remain with the student throughout his or her
education, until reaching the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits long, randomly assigned, and tied to stable information
about the student (name, gender, date of birth).

The introduction of the Victorian Student Number will provide the capability to accurately detect patterns of student
movement through, and departure from, the Victorian education and training system. It will greatly improve the collec-
tion and analysis of timely and accurate data about education in Victoria. The Department collects information to track
improvements made to the education system, identify areas that require further improvement, and to analyse trends
and identify future needs. The VSN will improve the accuracy, reliability and completeness of this information, provid-
ing a better basis for assessing needs and developing policies to meet them.

You will see the VSN appear on student report cards, enrolment confirmations, and exit confirmations.
The process of allocating VSN for WPPS will commence next week.
